I – EXHAUST OPENING:

Install the metal grid outside and the wooden valve inside, near the ceiling.

Keep the valve closed during sauna use. Open it afterward to release moisture.

For faster drying, leave the door slightly open.

Open the valve between sessions if the room feels too humid or lacks air.

II – INLET: Install metal grids both inside and outside with 4x40 black screws.

III – OUTLET: Install also metal grids both inside and outside.

Benches and Moldings

Benches:

Place benches on their supports. Secure from underneath

with 2–3 screws (4.5x70 mm). Check for stability.

Backrests:

Install above the top bench, approx. 500 mm from the seat

surface. Use 3.5x50 mm screws.

Bench Skirt:

Position the skirt. Attach the sides to the walls and the center

section to the bottom bench using 4x70 mm screws.

LED Strips (if ordered separately):

Install the LED strips into the designated profiles behind the

backrest and beneath the top bench. Secure them firmly using

glue or silicone.

⚠  All electrical work must be done by a certified electrician.

Moldings:

Measure and cut to size. 

Trim corners at 45° for a neat joint. 

Fix with 40 mm headless nails, spaced evenly.

Roof Cover and Rainwater Gutter Installation

Rainwater gutter:

Install the rainwater gutter at the back of the sauna,

securing it to the roof boards with 4.2×25 black  

Wronic screws spaced about 200 mm apart.

Required Tools:

- installation sequence#.

Roof Cover:

Roughen the top side of the gutter with a sanding pad. Apply EPDM QuickPrime and let it dry. Cut splice tape to

length, remove one side of the backing, and stick it to the primed area. Do not remove the top liner yet.

Remove all dirt, dust, debris, water, ice, and fasteners from the roof.

Check the EPDM roll and packaging for any damage before and during installation.

Lay the EPDM membrane in place, approx. 5 mm behind and parallel to the gutter. 

Ensure equal overhang on both sides.

Fold back half the membrane. Apply EPDM glue to both the rubber and roof boards, leaving 10 cm at the back

edge unglued for later taping. Do not glue the rubber where it extends up the side walls.

Use gloves, goggles, and a respirator in a well-ventilated area.

Important: Let glue dry to the touch (approx. 15+ minutes) before placing the rubber to avoid bubbles.

Lay glued rubber onto the roof and press down using a broom or brush to remove wrinkles and bubbles. 

Repeat for the other half.

Roughen the underside of the rubber at the back. Remove the top liner from the previously applied splice tape.

Apply QuickPrime to both surfaces, let it dry, then press rubber onto the tape.

Now glue the rubber up the side walls and cut off any extra material from the front and sides.

Fix the 40x2390 mm base frame cover sheets to

floor boards with 4.2x24 mm black Wronic screws.

Install the 10x46x2422 mm front corner cover

sheets and bond them to the walls with polymer

glue.

Secure the 91x46x2550 mm cover sheets to the

back corners using polymer glue.

Install the 91x46x2000 mm cover sheets along

both sides of the roof and then the 91x46x2550

mm sheet at the front of the roof.  

Cut to size, fold the edges along the back wall, and

secure with 4.8x25 mm roofing screws spaced

approximately 300 mm apart.

Install the bottom section (43x38x2246 mm) of the

rainwater pipe at the center of the back wall and

secure it with 4.2x42 Wronic screws.

Glue the upper section (46x41x2246 mm) on top

using polymer glue.

Mark the pipe location on the gutter and cut a hole

at that spot to allow rainwater to flow into the pipe.

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Safety Requirements and Maintenance

� Safety Requirements

Electrical Safety:

Only a certified electrician should install or service the sauna heater.

Use a properly grounded, sauna-rated power supply. Do not use extension cords or power strips.

Ventilation:

Ensure adequate ventilation to allow fresh air circulation and prevent overheating or humidity buildup.

Proper ventilation ensures a steady flow of fresh air, helps maintain a consistent temperature, removes

excess humidity, and prevents mold or wood damage.

Heater Placement & Use:

Keep flammable materials (e.g. towels, paper, clothing) away from the heater.

Never cover the heater or place objects on it.

Follow the manufacturer’s guidelines for sauna stone placement.

User Safety:

Limit sauna sessions to 15–20 minutes.

Stay hydrated and exit immediately if you feel dizzy, nauseated, or uncomfortable.

Children must be supervised at all times.

Pregnant individuals and people with heart conditions should consult a doctor before use.

Fire Safety:

Keep a smoke detector and fire extinguisher nearby (outside the sauna room).

Do not use candles or open flames inside the sauna.

� Maintenance Guidelines

After Use:

Leave the door open to allow moisture to escape and air to circulate.

Wipe down benches and walls with a damp cloth to remove sweat and residue.

Weekly inspect the heater and stones for cracks or displacement.

Clean the floor to remove dirt and debris.

Monthly check for signs of mold or mildew and clean with a mild sauna-safe disinfectant if needed.

Tighten screws and fittings if any parts have loosened.

Annually replace sauna stones if they are cracked or crumbling.

Have a licensed technician inspect the electrical components and heater performance.

General Tips:

Avoid harsh cleaners; use only non-toxic, sauna-safe products.

Use towels on benches to reduce sweat buildup and protect wood surfaces.

Re-oil or lightly sand wooden surfaces if they become dry or splintered (only with appropriate products).
